3. Applications will only be considered for evaluation when:

· the application fee has been received.
· all sections of this form have been completed.
· all the required documentation has been submitted, or declared available for site verification, as indicated in Section 3
4. SAATCA reserves the right to conduct periodic surveillance audits.  In the case where the training course provider has more than 3 registered courses all courses will be subject to a surveillance audit at least once in a 3 year cycle
The surveillance audit will be against CRT6.12 and will  include:
a) Evaluation of the TCP’s management system

b) Evaluation of the course content/material, outcomes and NQF levels

c) Evaluation of the course presentation assessment and administration
5. The registration of a SAATCA Training Course Providers is governed in accordance with the South African law and is subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the South African courts.  Failure by the Training Course Provider to adhere to the South African Law will result in immediate suspension
